When a person has not been active in church for a long time    

and wishes to make reaffirmation, or when a church letter of 

transfer is not available. 

Prospective new members attend a five-week Inquirer’s Class before being 

received into membership. In case of children and youth, regular confirmation 

classes are held to prepare them for confirmation. If you would like to join the 

church or have questions, please contact the Pastor or one of the Elders.

Thanks to all who have baked cookies in the past. Today I have boxes to collect 

cookies in the Narthex.  Tomorrow, Monday, is the last day to bring cookies in. We 

are aiming for a higher percentage of chocolate chip and--to a lesser extent--peanut 

butter. Please remember that we are not permitted to take in cookies with nuts, 

dried fruit, or toppings of any kind. Cookies should be 2-2.5 inches in zipped 

baggies (without the plastic slider) and labeled. God really uses these cookies to 

heal some very broken people; thank you for going in with me in this way! I will 

also have a prayer signup in the Narthex. We cover each weekend in prayer 24/7. 

Time slots are 30 minutes, which sounds like a long time, but if you use the prayer 

guide (which I will be happy to email you, or you can download from 

kairosva.org), you could easily spend 1.5 hours to cover everything on the list. 

While you're signing up to pray, please take a moment to write your name or a 

Bible verse on a colored strip of paper...or both. These will be stapled together into 

a chain that will wrap around the prison gymnasium as a visual sign that people are 

praying for them. I should also mention that the kids sent two very large posters 

last October and plan to send more artwork this time. This is another way we show 

the ladies inside that they are not forgotten.   Heather
